Blockade debrief from Kasidim III
I shall split this into three main sections: Before, during, after, and subdivide those to make it easier.

Before:

After a request from a hearty I joined the flag on Saturday morning, at this time the basic prep was… different… I understand that MK were sponsoring a large chunk of the ships, but there were hardly any at Kasidim in any crew which I had access to. So the day was spent floating, cheers mates :). I must say here that I was impressed with the number of people who were doing the floating, and with some of the chat which was going on, it sure made the float easier! Anyway, enough ships appeared there, and the stock turned up, so all was good. As you can probably see, I did not play a very active part in this part of the prep.

On the day of the blockade, it was a beautiful sunny day (where I was anyway), but the drums of war were beating (how is that for dramatic effect!?). I begged for a nav list, and one was given, complete with a list of whether XOs were required or not (much appreciated Sian! Gives more time for me to sort other stuff). The only major flaw I can see here was with the vent not being there till the last minute, and then one of the admirals not being able to use it.

During:

On-board Admial: Panteraa, nice work there mate, although there was not that much for you to co-ordinate. I did hop into your vent channel a few times, and check up on you, but it was pretty cool just to let you get on with it!

Off-board Admiral: Hiba, Congrats with getting everything sorted out, and a shame that you had to go off to the hospital, but I hope that everything sorts out, and you can do all of the next blockade! Its really good to work with you on it, although I did take a bit more of a lead role. The main tip here, only try to load one ship at a time, but I think that could have been due to misinterpreting what I had told you. Also, running MSN works really well!

JCs: Jobtea (Soulsearcher/Stigmata), Jobstrumpet (Sianuk). Great work you two! Both new to it, and you both really impressed me with the speed at which you managed to hop ships and everything. Tip: do not be afraid to shout at the jobbers to make them move!

Navvers: Panteraa, Notnovo (Novo), Yaruto, Faldrok, Dogroach (Kissymonster), Demonblades (Flamer from Hunter), Hiba, Fee (Fever), Solder. A very extensive nav line up, with a very nice variety from the top of the range Novo model to the, “please stay still, so I can shoot you!” Hiba model. I found it really nice to work with the non-egoistic navvers on the ocean, and it was incredibly pleasant to get some of the less experienced navers out there. And yes, Solder pwns j00. Tip: It makes it a lot easier if you can all hop on ventrilo for the blockade.
XOs: I am not going to attempt to list them all, as I lost track. In the future a better list of XOs may work, but XOs are a fairly disposable commodity, also, the best way to use them is to pair them with a navver at the beginning of the blockade and they stay with that navver for the duration of it, thus meaning what when you re-assign a navver, an XO appears there too. XOs should also be on vent, as they can then give better damage reports to the Admiral, to help their decision on what to load next.
General board stuff: Obviously we were lacking in things to sink and attack for most of the blockade, but when we did have the two frigs, I was impressed on the co-ordination of the WBs which sunk it. Also, the brig dual at the end (Fearlessphil officer chats, “Just sink each other mates!”) was very amusing to watch. Also, taking out the brig and frig with Jobtea and being sunk on the brig in around 5 moves was very good!
The pay seemed to keep going all the time, and the stocking levels was about right for everyone (apart from Solder).

After:

Thanks for the party! Much appreciated, it is always a nice idea to do that for the jobbers.
